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Semen Freezing Estimate
Collection and freezing of canine semen is a complex multi-step process.  Each step must be performed in the appropriate time frame and at the appropriate temperature to ensure survival of the semen post freezing.  Each step is outlined below.

1)  Initial set up and paper work $35.00.  This includes thawing of buffers and preparation of the room.  This fee will be charged upon making the appointment unless cancelled 24 hours in advance.

2)  Semen Collection for Freezing $38.75.  This is the actual collection of the semen sample.  It is charged when we attempt collection of the male.  It is best if there is a teaser bitch in heat available or if the male is accustomed to hand collections.  Males that have not been collected previously should be worked with and accustomed to the procedure prior to scheduling a freezing appointment.

3)   Semen Freezing $155.00.  This is the actual freezing process and entails multiple steps.  Due to this being a multi-step process, if the semen does not survive any one of the steps, the price will be pro rated to the point we have reached in the freezing process.

4)  Semen Evaluation Post Thaw $16.50.  After freezing the straws, 1 to 3 straws will be thawed for post thaw motility evaluation.  This helps to determine how many straws are needed for each breeding.

The total for the above 4 steps is $245.25.  See below for additional charges that are/may be associated with semen freezing.  

1) Physical Exam.  All new patients will have a complete physical exam at a cost of $45.23.
2)   Brucellosis testing.  Each male must have a negative brucellosis test and a copy of the negative lab results within 3 months of freezing.  In house brucellosis testing can be performed the day of the collection/freezing at a cost of $47.49.

3)   Microchip implantation.  Each stud must have a permanent identification prior to collection.  If this is not present, it can be performed the day of collection at a cost of $41.00.

4)  DNA Testing.  This is a requirement by AKC for any stud on which semen is collected for freezing.  If you do not already have a DNA profile, a sample can be obtained the day of collection at a cost of $8.61.  A separate check or credit card authorization to AKC will be needed in the amount of their fee (currently $40.00).  This will be mailed the day of collection.  
5)  Day care or boarding charges will be assessed to the stud if he stays the day or boards overnight for the collection.  Most of the time, the stud will be collected and sent home with the owner while the sample is being processed.  In that case there will be no day care/boarding charge. Charges depend on the size of the stud and length of time staying with us.  

6)  Storage of semen.  All semen will be sent to Zoetis in Kansas City for storage after collection.  There is no charge for the shipping to the facility, but a storage fee (currently $91.00/year/dog) is assessed upon receipt of the semen at Zoetis.  You will be billed by Zoetis directly.  

7)  Shipping and retrieval of the semen.  Please refer to the Zoetis website for questions on charges associated with retrieval and shipping of semen for utilization.  The following link is to the frequently asked question area of their website:
